Prizes will be awarded in each cub scout rank and a category for your siblings and friends will be judged too! Every entry will receive a cool patch to help cover up any wounds.  And because scouts gotta eat, every participant receives a $2 food coupon at the snack bar!
There are a few rules:

· Snow boxes are made from cardboard and duct tape only. You may use zip ties. Anything deemed unsafe by the judges will not be able to participate. DO NOT USE ANYTHING OTHER THAN CARDBOARD, DUCT TAPE AND ZIP TIES!
· All participants must wear a helmet (bike helmet will do). No exceptions, don’t even bother asking.
· Snow boxes will be judged from 9:30 to 10am.  All sleds must be entered into their rank on the hill by 10am. Once we begin the runs down the hill, the judging is done and no late entries will be accepted. Decisions of the judges are final.
·  Snow boxes will be judged on the following criteria – creativity, slope worthiness, use of cub scouting in your design theme, and evidence that a cub scout or child actually helped in building the sled! We’re not kidding! Remember parents, this is meant to be fun, if your child’s sled didn’t win, it’s not the Olympics, enjoy the event and have fun.

· ALL snow boxes must have the name of the cub scout or sibling/friend, their rank (Lions to Webelos, and their Pack number written permanently on the ship where it is visible. Sibling/friend sleds must have their name, the word “sibling/friend” and associated Pack number written on them where it is visible. We cannot judge the sled if we don’t know who it belongs to!

· Of course, we need some help covering costs.  Please pre-pay $7 per scout or sibling/friend who will enter a snow box or race down the hill. Registrations at the door are $10 per scout or sibling. This includes a event patch, and a coupon worth $2 for food and drink in the kitchen.  Each participant will also receive a discount coupon good for use on Feb 4th at Dry Hill for  snow tubing. It will only cost $10/person, a savings of $3 to $5 off normal prices. Coupons have no cash value. We encourage you to stay after our event ends and enjoy some tubing on the hill.
· Please, all participants should dress appropriately for the weather.
· Please check in inside the lounge area when you arrive to receive your food coupons and then bring your snow box to your rank location on the hill.
Parents, please note – it is necessary for us to separate snow boxes by rank for judging purposes. If you have two or more children entering snowboxes separately, please have another adult with you to help supervise children in different locations with their snow box. Once we begin the runs down the hill, then the sleds can go together.
