On Target 

 

Shooting sports has long been an integral component of the Scouting program, providing us the 

ability to attract and retain youth in the movement.  Millions of young people participate in one or 

more of the sports annually, archery, rifle shooting, shotgun activities, etc., guided by adult 

volunteers who have the skills and knowledge to provide quality programs in a safe and effective 

way. 

This past summer, BSA published a new guide for the conduct of all shooting sports activities 

outside of summer camps - The Boy Scouts of America National Shooting Sports Manual, 

www.scouting.org/filestore/Outdoor%20Program/.../30931_WB.pdf .  This publication provides 

information to determine when the proper safeguards are in place for a shooting activity.  This  new 

information has led to many changes in the way we must administer and execute our shooting 

program.  Major changes include: 

 Rifle, shotgun, and archery merit badge counselor certification requirements. 

 Training plans for the rifle and shotgun merit badges. 

 Introduction of the five levels of BSA shooting experience. 

 Higher levels of required certification for supervising many activities, including  

                             certain uses of our shooting trailer. 

 

To help manage our shooting sports program and implement these new changes, our council has 

established a shooting sports committee. The purpose of the committee is to manage and provide 

resources to the council, the camping committee, and the council camps for all activities involving 

shooting sports whether during summer camps or during year-round shooting opportunities. All 

shooting sports activities should be coordinated through the shooting sports committee to 

verify that a safe and responsible program is planned and conducted by properly trained 

and currently certified personnel. 

 

Right now, one of our biggest challenges is qualified supervision for Webelos and Boy 

Scout/Venturing level shooting activities. We are trying to identify all of our currently certified 

National Camping School shooting sports directors, NRA Training Counselors, NRA Instructors, 

NRA Range safety officers, and NRA/ U.S.A. Shooting Sports/CMP certified rifle coaches. We are 

also trying to identify any U.S.A. Archery/NAA / NFAA certified instructors.  

As it stands now, NCS, NRA, U.S.A. Shooting, CMP and U.S.A. Archery/NAA and NFAA are the 

only acceptable certifications. We are in the planning stage of offering an NRA instructor course to 

Council  Scouters.  More details will follow as the plan develops.  In addition watch for dates 

concerning Council taught BB and Archery rage officer training.
